Criteria: "Every villa that actually makes it onto The Villa Guide website (many do not) has been
independently reviewed and rated. The criteria is stringent, and in each category they are scored
from a possible 10 points, then combined to give an overall result.

"All villas in the 7-plus range are great rental properties, therefore any villa that the seasoned
reviewers rate at 9-plus, is absolutely out of this world."”
